The end of May
deficit was
approximately
$31,000, down about
$9,500 from the
beginning of the
year.

After a meeting with the education committee and teachers
the Vestry approved a plan for the Facilities Stewardship
committee to plan and organize a make- over of the three
classrooms i n St Jos e pyhviths
the teachers resulted in the following wish list.

WISH LIST (in no particular order)

- Clean carpets

- Repaint walls and trim including heating ducts

- Replace all broken plastic light panels add brighter lighting
- Cover book cases in classroom 1

- More notice board space in classrooms

- Blackboard areas

- Doors with glass panels so that classroom doors can be
closed during lessons

- Replace sofas and tables in some of the rooms

- Clean vinyl folding screen in classroom 1

- More storage cabinets

- Recycling bins in each room

PHASE 1 — CLASSROOM 1

JUNE 22°- JUNE 25"

1. Clean out all classroom materials, this involves teacher
input

2. Throw away all material and furniture not needed

3. Completely empty room ready for painting

4. Remove stained carpet and clean floor of old glue in this
area

5. Clean the old tile that lies underneath the carpet

JUNE 28" - JuLY 2"

1. Prep all walls for painting remove old nails hooks etc and
spackle holes as needed

2. Prime paint brick wall

3. Sand bookcases, caulk joints between walls and ceiling,
prime paint to get good key for semi gloss paint.

4. Prime paint heating covers and pipe work

5. Sand and prime paint all trim

6. Final paint applied to all walls and ceiling, heating covers
and pipes (probable will need 2 coats)

7. Semi gloss applied to trim and book cases.

8. Clean carpet

‘Worship Committee Report

The Worship committee
reviewed the notes from the
productive and informative
Communications Sunday on
25 April. As a result of the
meeting, we will forgo
reading the Missions
statement at the end of the
service and the
announcements will return,
in abbreviated form, to mid-
service after the Peace.
Complete information will
be on a separate insert sheet,
which can easily be taken
home.

The choir and Greg have
decided to serve the
congregation by singing at
the early service the first two
Sundays of the month and

the late service the rest of the
Sundays. The committee felt
it important that the early
service keep some of the
quiet character of the former
7:45 service, noting that
parishioners who attended at
that service made a larger
adjustment than others. We
noted that some people
commented on the lack of
time between the services, as
well as desires for both
social and educational time.
The committee concluded
that the current service
schedule allows slightly
more time for coffee hour
and Christian education than
the three service schedule.
Members of the vestry will

be developing a plan to meet
the needs for both social
connections and adult
formation, while giving
teachers some opportunities
to join the coffee hour time.
The committee further noted
that a significant difference
from the previous schedule:
the Parishioners now have
multiple Christian formation
options in addition to coffee
hour.
