Christian Formation
sounds heavy ...
something for priests,
professors and divinity
students to delve into. In
reality, Christian
Formation is our life's
journey of meeting the
God/man Jesus and
being transformed by
the presence of the Holy
Spirit. As we ask
questions and search for
answers, we tell each
other our stories of faith
and doubt and we
celebrate our heritage in
the common life of
Christ. Then, as our
worship dismissal says,
‘we go forth into the
world to love and serve'.

How do we decide what
to study? For the youth,
we have curriculum
material developed by
the Virginia Theological
Seminary. We want our
children to meet Jesus,
to learn the Bible stories
of faith, to learn the

history of our church
and traditions and
finally to make it all
come alive in the way
we live and worship
and work in the world.
There are leader guides
and class materials,
often with more ideas
than will fit into 45
minutes of class time.
Its fun to stretch our
imagination, add music
and media to enhance
the lessons. At the
Celebration of Christian
Formation, what a
privilege it was to see
what the children had
learned, how they drew
us into their experience.

Our adult studies, such
as The Nicene Creed,
The Lord's Prayer, the
Instructional Eucharist
or book discussions
have been the result of a
conversation or
question voiced during
a prior study. This
spring, our family style
dinner with a look at the
history and practices of
Lent arose out of a
young man's question to

his Mom, “So what's
Lent about other than
giving stuff up?” The
Green Team arose out
of a sincere desire to be
better stewards of the
earth's resources. And
twice this year we heard
from missionaries we
have supported, Jenny
McConnachie,
registered nurse and
Director of the African
Medical Mission in
Mthatha, SA and Jesse
Zink, Young Adult
Service Corp missioner
and now Divinity
student.

Our teachers and
leaders are from among
us. Other than The
Reverend Kirk Kubicek
and The Reverend
Mary-Marguerite Kohn,
all are volunteers —
could you be one of our
discussion leaders this
year? or do you have
questions about living
out our life of faith?
Instructional guides and
books are available.
Working with well
written material is like
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having a discussion
with another teacher
who has also researched
the topic along with
providing handouts to
take home. Participants
can also keep up if they
miss a class, a substitute
can step in and cover if
necessary, and members
of the group can share
in leading the various
discussions. Let us

Meal Distribution: When a member of the parish is in dire need (illness, bereavement, etc), meals would be delivered to that
person and the family as needed. Project Chair: Heidi Jubok.

Floral Ministry: After morning services or by Monday evening, a Volunteer will take the altar flowers that the donor has not taken
with them to members in the hospital or home. If there were no members in need, the flowers would be taken as a general gift to a
local nursing home or hospital. Project Chair: Joan Stockes.

Prayer Shawl Or Mantle Project: Members of the church who knit or crochet would be given a pattern for a shawl. After
completion, the shawls would be given to Kirk and Mary-Marguerite to be blessed by the appropriate clergy. The shawls would
then be given to members of the parish who are ill or otherwise distressed. For people who would like to participate but cannot
knit or crochet, the committee is exploring the possibility of classes to teach these skills. Project Chair: Vacant.

Drive-a-Friend: If a parishioner wants to attend church but does not have transportation to get here, a volunteer would contact
them and arrange to give that person(s) a ride to and from the service. Project Chair: Vacant.

St. Peter's Book Club: On a regular basis, members interested would meet to discuss a book that they have read. The books would
be made available to the members through the church's Website. Project Chair: Vacant.

Dining Out with St. Peter's: After the Sunday morning services, members of the church who would normally be eating Sunday
dinner alone would meet at a designated restaurant and enjoy social time with other members, This is not an activity oriented to
families but rather to people currently alone for whatever reason. Project Chair: Cheryl Putnam.

Educational Discussions and Workshops: Occasionally the committee would coordinate a workshop for parishioners. Topics could
include divorce, the elderly, singles, animal awareness, health education, etc. Project Chair: Pastoral Care Committee.

Encouragement Cards and Notes: As members and friends of the parish face trials and needs, we will send a personalized card of
comfort, encouragement or hope to them.

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Treasurer’s Report August 2010

At the end of 2009, St Peter's carried over a deficit of $40K. By the end of March 2010, it had declined to $30K
primarily due to receiving some contributions ahead of schedule.

Since March, the deficit has held fairly steady and we currently have a deficit of $34K. The increase in July was
primarily due to paying our property taxes of $10K.

Also, August will probably see a deficit increase due to paying the remaining Diocese Allocation for the year of $16K.
On the bright side, despite a couple of large bills, the trend is towards a smaller deficit and with the Sept-Dec months
approaching, contributions normally increase which will improve cash flow.

I would like to thank everyone for their generous contributions to the Discretionary Fund. Since early July, we have
collected $1,600 which is significantly above normal and will help many folks in need.

Greening our Lighting

Thanks to several designated gifts, St. Peter's has been able to upgrade all our fluorescent lighting to use "greener"
technology.
Throughout the church we have approximately 120 fluorescent fixtures! In the past they used a variety of tubes: 8ft
60watt, three different kinds of 4ft 40watt, and 3ft 40 watt tubes. All were T12 older technology tubes. There are still
four 3 foot fixtures. All the rest are 4 foot tubes. And all fixtures now use the more efficient and brighter T8 bulbs
which come in 32 watt and 25 watt models.
This means we have more light but are using less electricity. And we have pretty much a standard size bulb throughout
the church, meaning we can buy in bulk at cheaper prices.
We also replaced all 10 Exit lights with LED technology which uses even less energy - and they should not need
replacement for over 10 years!
St. Peter's at Ellicott Mills Green since 1939 when we recycled the entire church!
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Pig Roast

Saturday, October 2, John Mc Sweeney, Lewis Shaffer and other volunteers gather at the church between 8:30 - 9 am.
John has the pig cooker delivered earlier and picks up the pig with his wife Beth that morning. Patti and Lewis arrive
with the stuffing. The pig is rinsed, stuffed and sewed together then placed on the cooker. John has an annual cigar
while he and Lewis watch the pig cooker. This is an all day event. With the help of others we set up Star Hall (tables,
chairs, decorations) while the pig is cooking. Fried chicken (for those who don't eat pork), beer and beverages are
included. This year, when thinking of what dish you will bring to share we would like you to support our local
farmers.

This is another great event that everyone enjoys attending at St. Peter's. We used to call this a Luau and everyone
would dress up for the occasion. Look for the McDuffie family. There is nothing better than eating fresh cooked pig
with our fellow parishioners, their friends and family.

To keep this tradition going, we need younger persons to learn the process of cooking the pig. We will need 3 strong
volunteers this year since John and Lewis can not lift the pig (bad back/feet).

Do you remember those
papers that were
assigned at the
beginning of the school
year, titled something
like “what I did this
summer?” I don’t
remember what | wrote,
but I do remember
being asked to reflect
upon, and sometimes
share, my summer
adventures.

I’d like to change that
beginning-of-the-year
question to this one:
What will you
remember about this
summer? Perhaps you
will remember be a
relaxing vacation away
from this area, or
downtime at home.
Perhaps you will
remember working too
hard, and wishing for
more time off, or not
having enough work to
support yourself.
Perhaps you will
remember illness or
death in your family.
Whatever pops up into
your mind, hang onto
that thought for a
minute because . . .

Here is a second
question: What was
your sense of God in the
midst of your summer?
Did you sense God in
your joys, SOrrows,
busyness, or fun? | ask
this second question for

a very specific reason.
As fall arrives, it is easy
to get caught up in the
routine of work, school
and extracurricular
activities (if you have
children), and even
church commitments
without giving yourself
any chance to notice the
movements of God in
your life. Sometimes
that movement is subtle,
and unless you can sit
back, letting go of
busyness and a to-do
list, you may not even
sense the whisper of
God’s breath across
your face.

So, here is a third
question: Have you
noticed God drawing
you in any particular
direction?

If yes, have courage
and follow the Spirit’s
lead. If not, | extend an
invitation to you and a
challenge for this fall.
Try something new and
different in your
spiritual life, something
that may deepen or
renew your relationship
with God. Try a
different kind of prayer
or Bible study. Worship
a little bit differently.
All you may need to do
iIs—gasp—change
where you regularly sit
in church in order to
have a different
perspective or a
different experience. If
you aren’t the type to
volunteer, volunteer for

something. If you
volunteer a whole lot,
perhaps you might take a
little time off to refresh
yourself. Try out a class;
come to an event you
haven’t attended before.
In other words, | invite
you to stretch your
spiritual muscles a bit
and take yourself out of
your comfort zone,
whatever that comfort
zone may be. Let the
Holy Spirit shake you up
a little! And if the Holy
Spirit shakes up a few
people, that new energy
will also bubble over
into the life of St.
Peter’s, stretching all of
us, and deepening our
relationship with God
and with each other.
